I am delighted to announce that last year Chew Valley School successfully applied to be part of the UN EduCCate program. This is a world-wide initiative to increase education and awareness of climate change and we are currently completing our Bronze Award. To achieve this, five teachers have completed several courses each over the summer in areas related to climate change, including learning about how climate change will affect children, learning about cities and climate change and learning about the future of food production. 

The next step in achieving our Bronze Award is to complete ‘Carbon Buster Challenges’ as a school. This involves students and their families taking small steps to reduce their carbon footprint – when everyone takes these small steps it adds up to create a huge change. The first Carbon Buster Challenge is to have a look at your energy supplier and see how green they are. We understand that this challenge is not accessible to everyone – but there are many Carbon Buster Challenges which vary in difficulty and cost so everyone will have the chance to be involved. New challenges will be launched every two weeks and along with your child you will receive resources on how to best carry these out. Once we achieve our Bronze Award we can move onto the Silver and Gold Awards, at which point we can offer extra GCSEs on climate change so students can learn more about how to safeguard their future.
